SUBJECT: DISCUSSION OF LOS ANGELES SUPERIOR COURT STIPULATED 
JUDGMENT AND ORDER IN THE CASE OF THE PEOPLE OF 
THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA VS. SA RECYCLING, LLC 

RECOMMENDATION 

It is recommended the City Council provide direction to staff on the subject item. 

BACKGROUND AND OVERVIEW 

The Mayor has requested staff to agendize for City Council discussion and direction the 
California Department of Toxic Substances Control's (DTSC) announcement regarding 
the September 8, 2011 settlement between the Los Angeles County District Attorney 
and SA Recycling, LLC with respect to a complaint of hazardous waste and air 
pollution violations by the company at the Port of Los Angeles. According to DTSC's 
press release, the complaint involved charges that Orange County-based SA Recycling 
was responsible for several substantive air pollution control violations as well as illegal 
transport of hazardous waste from its metal recycling operation to local landfills, 
including the Simi Valley Landfill and Recycling Center in Ventura County. 

Attached for the City Council's information is a News Release issued by DTSC on 
September 8, 2011 (Attachment A, page 2) and the Superior Court's Stipulated 
Judgment and Order in the matter (Attachment B, page 4).

Settlement Reached in Auto Shredder Case 

SACRAMENTO - The California Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) and the 
Los Angeles County District Attorney's Office jointly announced today a $2.9 million 
settlement with the owner and operator of SA Recycling LLC, a metal recycler based in 
Anaheim. 

A Los Angeles County judge accepted a settlement agreement resolving a complaint that SA 
Recycling and Sims Metal West violated hazardous waste and air pollution laws in 2007. In May 
2007 an explosion occurred at the company's Port of Los Angeles facility, which destroyed its 
air pollution control system. The facility, which shreds automobiles, household appliances 
and other metals, continued to operatefor about 120 days without a fully functioning air pollution 
control system in place. An estimated 4.4 tons of material was released into the air. At the time of 
the explosion, the company was operated by Hugo Neu Corporation. SA Recycling purchased the 
company in September 2007. 

The complaint also charged that the shredder residue was illegally transported by unregistered 
hazardous waste haulers; the hazardous waste was illegally stored on site beyond the time 
permitted; the company failed to comply with employee training obligations; and the company 
illegally disposed of hazardous waste at the Simi Valley Landfill in Ventura County, the 
Chiquita Canyon Landfill in Santa Clarita and at SA Recycling facility in Anaheim. 

"This settlement is a step in the right direction and we applaud all those who have worked so hard 
to make it happen," said DTSC's Director Debbie Raphael. "The agreement will enhance this 
facility's ability to stay in compliance with air emissions requirements. More work needs to be done 
with the metal shredder industry. Addressing the range of issues associated with this industry is 
one of my top priorities." 

Terms of the $2.9 million Settlement 

• $480,000 of settlement money goes to various academic, environmental, community and 
research organizations including 11 marinas in the Los Angeles County area. 
Organizations receiving these funds include: the Coalition for a Safe Environment, Heal the 
Bay, the Marine Mammal Care Center and ·Santa Monica Baykeeper and the College of 
Engineering at the University of California, Davis. 

• SA Recycling must pay $428,640 to DTSC for investigative costs and enforcement tools 
(surveillance equipment). 
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• SA Recycling must pay $321,175 to Los Angeles County for civil penalties and investigative 
costs and equipment (This includes XRF equipment and a metal detector). 

• $1.7 million of the settlement money will be used to install and improve an up-to-date air 
pollution control system for the Terminal Island shredder (Port of Los Angeles). 

In addition, the settlement calls for SA Recycling to install an up-to date air pollution control 
system to minimize emissions at its two other facilities in Anaheim and Bakersfield. The cost of 
each installation is estimated to be $1.5 million. 

After the explosion, DTSC received a tip from an informant that led in August 2008 to 
criminal investigators, hazardous substances scientists, a high-tech task force and the Los 
Angeles County District Attorney to serve simultaneous search warrants at the SA Recycling 
Anaheim headquarters and the Port of Los Angeles facility. Investigators also interviewed 

_ witnesses, tracked waste shipments and gathered scientific samples of material that had left 
the shredder operations. 

Background 

SA Recycling shreds automobiles, household appliances and other metals. This includes 
foam car seats, plastic dashboards, electronics, computer control modules and wheels and 
tires which are crushed and shredded into scrap metal. In order to operate safely, the 
comp,any was required to have a fully functioning air pollution control system to ensure that 
air does not become polluted. 

Investigators learned that after the May 2007 explosion, the company resumed operations 
without the proper full air pollution control system in place. 

SA Recycling is jOintly owned by Adams Steel LLC of Anaheim and Sims Metal Management Ltd. 
of Sydney, Australia. .

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1 Defendants have agreed to settle this matter without litigation and stipulate to 

2 _ entfY of judgment in accordance witheR the terms set forth below. 

3 INTRODUCTION 

4 On August 20,2008, representatives of the California Department of Toxic 

5 Substances Control ("DTSC") and the Los Angeles District Attorney's Office executed a 

6 search warrant ("Search Warrant") at the SA Recycling facilities located on Terminal 

7 Island in Los Angeles and in Anaheim, California. The Search Warrant was issued based 

8 on allegations of violations of Chapter 6.5 of Division 20 of the Health and Safety Code 

9 and Chapter 3 of Part 4 of Division 26 of the Health and Safety Code. 

1 0 During the searches, law enforcement representatives took samples of various 

11 materials and seized documents and records, including privileged documents and records. 

12 Following the execution of the Search Warrant, representatives of SA Recycling 

13 cooperated with the District Attorney related to the matters resolved by this Consent 

14 Agreement. SA Recycling has worked proactively to design a new air pollution control 

15 system ("APeS") for the Terminal Island facility that significantly reduces air emissions 

16 from the facility's auto shredding operations. SA Recycling represents that it intends to 

17 work closely with state and local regulators to address compliance issues related to its 

18 operations. 

19 Concurrent with the filing of the Complaint in this matter, the People and 

20 Defendants are filing this Stipulation for Entry of Final Judgment on Consent. The People 

21 . and Defendants have agreed to settle this matter without litigation pursuant to the terms of 

22 this First Amended Consent Judgment for purposes of furthering the public interest.

3 1 .. JUPJSDICT!ON 

4 The Superior Court of California, County of Los Angeles, has subject matter 

5 jurisdiction of the matters alleged in this action and personal jurisdiction over the parties 

6 hereto. Defendants waive their rights to a hearing and appeal in this matter. 

7 2. SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTED CLAIMS 

8 The People and Defendants enter into this First Amended Consent Judgment 

9 pursuant to a compromise and settlement of disputed claims for purposes of furthering the 

10 public interest. The' P~ople believe that the resolution embodied in this First Amended 

11 Consent Judgment is fair and reasonable and fulfills the People's enforcement objectives; 

12 that except as provided in this First Amended Consent Judgment, no further action is 

13 warranted concerning the allegations contained in the Complaint; and that entry of this First

3. SETTLEMENT TERMS AND COSTS' 

(a) As set forth in Section 4, SA Recycling shall pay a total of 

$433,640 for reimbursement of agency investigatory costs, to be allocated and paid as set 

forth herein. SA Recycling shall be responsible for distribution of the payments required 

under this First Amended Consent Judgment to the organizations specified to receive 

funding in Section 4. In the event that payment is not accepted by any of the identified 

recipients or dispersing organizations identified in Sections 4(d) through (1), an alternative 

payment shall be shall be determined by subsequent written agreement between SA 

Recycling and the Los Angeles County District Attorney's Office.

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(b) Within one year after entry of the Court's order approving of this 

First Amended Consent Judgment, SA Recycling agrees to install an APCS to contra] 

emissions ,from the h~T.u'Iler mill sllredder ,at its Terminal Island' facility for a total cost, 

including monies identified to the People as already spent since August 2008, of not less 

than $1 ,700,000.00. The APCS shall be designed to have a control efficiency of no less 

than 95% for PMIO and shall include a regenerative thermal oxidizer (RTO) approved by 

the South Coast Air Quality Management District (District). 

( c) The cost for the construction and installation of the APeS at the 

Terminal Island facility described in Section 3 (b) shall be verified by documentation 

submitted to the Los Angeles County District Attorney's Office within 30 days of the 

issuance of a permit-to~operate for the APCS. If the expenditures for the equipment are 

less than 90% of $1,700,000.00, the entire difference between the total amount of the 

expenditures and $1,700,000.000 shall be paid in civil penalties to the Los Angeles County 

District Attorney's Office at that time. 

4. SETTLEMENT PAYMENT AND REIMBURSEMENT OF COSTS OF 

INVESTIGATION AND ENFORCEMENT 

Within thirty (30) calendar days of entry of the Court's Order approving of this First 

Amended Consent Judgment, SA Recycling, on behalf of itself and Sims, shall pay the 

following: 

(a) Two Hundred and Forty Thousand Dollars ($240,000.00) as civil 

penalties for the violations alleged in the Complaint. Payment shall be made to the Los 

Angeles County District Attorney's Office, The check shall identify the funds as civil 

penalties and will include the case number; 

(b) A total of $20,000 as reimbursement to the Los Angeles District 

Attorney's Office, for the costs of the investigation related to this matter and the allegations 

contained in the Complaint; 

(c) A total of $ 413,640 as reimbursement to the DTSC for the costs 

of the investigation related to this matter and the allegations contained in the Complaint.

purchase two Thermo Scientific Niton XL2Series x.-ray fluorescence (XRF) analyzers or 

equivalent models and deliver one each to the Los Angeles County Fire Department Health 

HAZMAT Division, clo Fernando Florez, Supervising Haz-Mat Specialist, Investigations 

Unit, and the Los Angeles District Attorney, Consumer Protection Division, Environmental 

Law Section, clo District Attorney Bureau of Investigation. The cost for the XRF analyzers 

shall be verified by documentation submitted to the Los Angeles County District 

Attorney's Office at the time of the delivery of the XRF analyzer. If the expenditure for the 

XRF analyzers is less than 90% of $60,000, the difference between the total amount of the 

expenditure and $60,000 shall be paid in civil penalties to the Los Angeles County District 

Attorney's Office at that time. 

(b) SA Recycling also agrees that within ninety (90) calendar days 

after entry of the Court's order approving of this First Amended Consent Judgment, it will 

purchase and deliver a White's XLT Metal Detector to the Los Angeles County Fire 

Department, Health HAZMAT Division. The cost of which is approximately $1,175. 

(c) SA Recycling also agrees that pursuant to the schedule approved 

by the South Coast Air Quality Management District, it will install an APCS at the SA 

Recycling facility located in Anaheim, California designed to have control efficiency of no 

less than 95% for PMIO and shall include an RTO approved by the District. 

(d) SA Recycling also agrees that, within 1 year after entry of the 

Court's order approving of this First Amended Consent Judgment, it will install an APCS 

at the SA Recycling facility located in Kern County, California designed to have a control 

efficiency of no less than 95% for PMIO.
